bearing	fruit	in	every	good	work	and	increasing	in	the	knowledge	of	God;	
11 being	strengthened with	all	power,	according	to	his	glorious	might,	for	
all	endurance	and	patience	with	joy,	12 giving	thanks	to	the	Father,	who	

has	qualified	you	to	share	in	the	inheritance	of	the	saints	in	light.

Gospel	Applied

1) Believe	that:

We	are	more	sinful	that	we	dare	face;
More	Loved	that	we	could	ever	dream:

More	Instrumental	than	we	could	imagine.

2) To	learn	what	you	TRULY	believe,	look	at	what	you	do	and	don’t	do.
Your	goals,	values,	anxieties,	relationship,	schedule	etc.

3) In	your	ups	and	downs,	grow	in	Dependence	and	Worship.

The	first	application	of	every	sermon	and	study	
we	will	ever	do	is	simply	this:	BELIEVE.
